ORDER AUTHORIZING TRANSFER POLAROID INTERNET DOMAIN NAME 
REGISTRATIONS TO POLAROID CORPORATION, FREE AND CLEAR OF LIENS, 

CLAIMS, INTERESTS AND ENCUMBRANCES AND OUTSIDE THE ORDINARY 
COURSE OF BUSINESS UNDER 11 U.S.C. § 363 

______________________________________________________________________________ 
 

This case came on for hearing before the Court on April 16, 2009, on the motion of 

Petters Group Worldwide LLC (“PGW”) for authorization to transfer title to Polaroid internet 

domain names outside the ordinary course of business under § 363(b) of the Bankruptcy Code.  

Appearances are as noted on the record.  Based on the arguments of counsel, moving documents 

and the record made at the hearing,  

 IT IS HEREBY ORDERED: 
 

1. PGW is hereby authorized to transfer to Polaroid Corporation, PGW’s entire 

right, title and interest in and to the Polaroid internet domain names identified on Exhibit A 



attached hereto (the “Polaroid Domain Names”) and otherwise under the terms and conditions 

outlined in the Motion and PGW’s Reply.  

2. The Polaroid Domain Names have questionable value to the PGW estate, and 

Polaroid Corporation asserts that it possesses superior title to the Polaroid Domain Names. 

3. PGW and Polaroid Corporation are authorized to take such actions as necessary to 

transfer PGW’s interest in the Polaroid Domain Names without the necessity of further order of 

this Court.  

4. Pursuant to Section 363(f) of the Bankruptcy Code, PGW’s interest in the 

Polaroid Domain Names shall be sold free and clear of any and all liens, claims, interests and 

encumbrances.  PGW and Polaroid reserve their rights as to what consideration, if any, should be 

payable by Polaroid as a result of the transfer, and as to which of them owns superior title to the 

domain names.  Any such determinations shall be made upon notice and a further hearing.   

5. Any valid, perfected, and unavoidable liens, claims, encumbrances and other 

interests in the Polaroid Domain Names, if any, shall attach to the net sales proceeds in a manner 

with the same dignity, priority, validity and effect as existed in the assets prior to the sale. 

6. Notwithstanding Fed. R. Bankr. P. 6004(h), this Order shall take effect 

immediately upon entry.
